Dear Conrade Thabo,

Over the past years the Japanese Government understanding of the South African
situation and its conplex nature has inproved considerably. This understanding
was reflected during the official visit of Conrade President Nelson Mandela to
Japan Oct./Nov. 1990, and increased support to Black Comunities through various
channel s and upgradi ng of contact with ANC Japan M ssion.

Qur M ssion strongly reconmrend that the ANC inpress upon other participants to
the forthcom ng Conference for a Denocratic Future( CODESA ) Decenber 20-21,
that the Japanese Governnent be also invited to attend, if other governnents
are invited. This will strengthen the resolve of the Japanese governnent to
participate in processes to a new South Africa and reconstruction in Post
Apartheid South Afri ca.

Even if the Japanese Government m ght not be in position to send a top
official from Tokyo to attend, an invitation which m ght be passed to

Consul ate General in Pretoria, we will always be renenbered in future

bil ateral negotiations with the Japanese Governnent for having them on board
with us towards a new, denpcratic and just South Africa.
