Art Centre and benefited from encouragement by Gideon Uys and Fred Schimmel, had joint
Exhibition with Godfrey Thabang at Gainsborough Galleries in 1952, also sculpted, stopped
producing art to provide for his growing family, joined Steinmuller in 1971 until his
retirement in 1992
