I state emphatic:zlly that I have never discussed a non-aggression pact
between the IFP and the AWB with anybody whomsoever. I know of no IFP
discissions about any non-aggression pacts.

The referendum is being fought to estzblish who leads whom in white
society. Ambiguities about where white South Africa stands oxn crucial
natters relating to the scrapping of apartheid end the esteblishment
of a non-racial multi-party democracy are dameging 1to progress in
negotiation for a New South Africa.

I issued & press statement endorsing lMr de Ilerl:'s decision to call

for a referendum and I clearly indicated that a yes vote woulc be
beneficial to both the politics of negotiations and to the reconciliation
process in this country. It is irresponsible of right wing elements

in South Africa to teke my non-participation in what is an issue which
only whites cen settle as an endorsement for a no vote.

The TFP is committed to remein s participant in CCDESA and I yet again
urge conservative white South Africe to put pressure to beer on the CP
2né the LB to join the negotistion process and to seel tc esteblish
whet is best for South Lfrice with other race groups and with ovtier
political parties and organisations.
