As a way to 

communicate more effectively with them, he innovated a smart 

glove that has sensors which turn sign language into voice and 

speech. 

» Lungelwa Tyali, an entrepreneur from rural Eastern Cape and 

co-founder of SolarTurtle, hopes to develop the BabyTurtle, a 

mobile solar kiosk that can be used in rural, off-grid areas to 

provide immediate relief for people that struggle to keep their 

phones and lights on. 

« Entrepreneur Murendeni Mafumo uses macadamia nut shells 

to purify water and hopes that his innovation will mean safe 

drinking water for thousands of South Africans. South Africa is 

the largest macadamia producer in the world, and Mafumo uses 

locally-sourced shells to make an activated carbon filter with a 

nanofiber membrane. 

+ Camps Bay High School Grade 11 student, Storm Rhoda from 

Hout Bay, has won multiple awards for his Science Project — 

“Leveraging Machine Learning to Improve Medical Diagnosis”. 

The algorithm is said to help yield faster results when testing for 

illnesses like pneumonia. 

* 6 South Africans who attended the International Maths 

Olympiad, came home with great results. 

» South African Professor, Mashudu Tshifularo, made history by 

performing the world’s first 3D inner-ear surgery!

2019 was a year to remember in more ways than one. A highlight 

for a lot of us was the fact that the Springboks won the World 

Cup Rugby tournament. #StrongerTogether was their slogan and 

as a school, we learnt a lot from this and in particular from our 

great captain, Siya Kolisi. In a post-match interview, Siya came 

across as humble, grateful, honest, being excellent and someone 

who acknowledges others and is of service to others.

Our leavers of 2019 did not disappoint in terms of the number of 

scholarships they were able to win to high schools of their 

choice. 11 boys received scholarships this year. Well done boys. 

Our academic programme keeps growing and goes from 

strength to strength. | would like to thank Mr Greaves, our Deputy 

Head of Academics, for his tireless work in this regard. We are 

very excited about the introduction of robotics and coding into 

our curriculum next year. 

We have once again done exceptionally well on the sports field 

with our boys punching well above their weight against much 

bigger schools. 35 boys were chosen to represent Inland, 

Midlands or KZN in their respective sports. We are very proud of 

each boy’s achievement and have included many other 

accomplishments of the boys in our Brag Book. 

On the cultural side, we have 135 boys playing musical 

instruments and every boy participating enthusiastically in drama 

classes. All the boys in Grade 2 learn to play the recorder and 

boys in Grade 4 and 5 learn to play the ukulele, violin and guitar 

in their class music time and do so with great rigor and determination. 

Drama lessons provide boys with important skills, which they 

then demonstrate in the many plays and events we have through 

the year. At Cordwalles, every boy gets the opportunity of being 

on the stage at least once a year, which is indeed a great 

privilege. Mrs Peckham continues to take art to a new level by 

incorporating lessons that are relevant and she encourages our 

boys to make a difference in the world. Education is making our 

boys aware of the challenges that the world faces and 

encouraging them to become solutionaries in the future. 

Because of the many successes of our boys, it is very easy to 

talk about highlights. However, the fundamental nature of 

involvement in co-curricular activity will always be the ongoing 

week-by-week commitment of our boys to activities, which will 

broaden and enrich their experience of life and enhance their 

personal development. 

This year’s theme for the year took on a slightly different slant to 

years gone by. While we continue to emphasise our core values 

of respect, responsibility, integrity, courage and compassion, we 

decided to use the theme summarised in the acronym L-I-F-E.

Where better to have found 

the inspiration for this than in the creativity, inventiveness and 

innate hope of our children? | would like to thank our 

environmental committee for their briliant assemblies, 

newsletters and for the inspirational guest speakers they sourced 

to come and speak to our boys. As Wendell Berry said, “A 

conservationist knows that the world is not given by his 

forefathers, but borrowed from his children.” 

We are also very proud of all the different projects we have been 

involved in this year when it comes to reaching out to those in our 

community who are less fortunate than we are. The list of all 

these projects has been included in the booklet on your chairs. 

What we are really trying to do is make sure that our boys 

become aware of the need and the deprivation of those who live 

around us and to do something about it. We believe that it is 

important that the boys should get involved and not merely raise 

money that is handed in without contact with those who we are 

giving it to. In this way, we hope to instill compassion and 

empathy in our boys so that they are able to think beyond 

themselves and their own needs. 

It was for this reason | was very proud to be at a high school prize 

giving where one of our Old Boys, Keanu Chetty received the 

Azalea Rotary Club Book Award. His citation read as follows: 

Honest, kind and always willing to give up his own personal time 

to serve the well-being of others. He tutors pupils from Edendale 

every Monday in conversational English and basic math. He 

volunteered at the Salvation Army on Fridays, helped make 

sandwiches for Bread Buddies, volunteered at 1000 Paws and 

knitted for the 67 Blankets for the Nelson Mandela Day Drive. 

From all the accolades we get about our Old Boys, this one made 

me very proud. 

| recently was fortunate enough to attend an address by Paddy 

Upton, who is an author and mental coach in a number of 

disciplines. He addressed us on the topic of “Winning with Kids”. 

Paddy’s journey has included being international crickets’ first 

fitness trainer, performance director of the South African cricket 

team that became the first to simultaneously hold the world’s 

number one ranking in all 3 formats of the game. 

He shared his thoughts on what is required not only for success 

in sport but also for the process in life pertaining to the boys in 

our care: 

» The need to plan, be prepared and set realistic measurable 

goals with regular honest reviews is crucial; 

» The need to continually strive for excellence, to be the best that 

you can be without placing your ego first and at the expense 

of other people. Ideally serve other people first and work in and 

as a team; 

The need to be courageous, resilient and 

committed to see things through and deal 

with both success and inevitable failure. Being 

able to deal with failure especially, remain 

focused, and bounce back is essential. 

Parents have a huge role to play in this as well. As Rod Smith, a 

well-known Phycologist wrote,” do your young boys a few 

favours. Get out of the way so they can learn to forge their own 

paths. Resist the urge to speak for your children, especially when 

others (teachers and coaches are engaging them in 

conversation), trust life itself to teach valuable lessons. You can 

probably reflect on your life and acknowledge that some of the 

most valuable lessons you have learned you learned on your 

own. Learn to hold your tongue. Not everything you think or feel 

has to be said. This is especially necessary when you are 

stressed by matters unrelated to your children. Show up for 

events, sports, shows and presentations. You support will be 

appreciated, especially if you are well-behaved. You may have 

noticed that some parents are not.

Ladies, gentlemen, and the boys of Cordwalles, it is an honour 

and great pleasure to welcome you to our annual speech day, the 

most significant day in our school calendar. We look forward to 

acknowledging and celebrating our boys’ achievements. 

Our special guests today include; Dr. Sooliman - welcome, and 

thank you for joining us as our guest of honour. | was most 

fortunate to hear your inspirational address at the Michaelhouse 

Speech Day last year, and | look forward to hearing your 

message today. We also welcome Mr Anthony Clark, the new 

rector of Michaelhouse and Bishop Dino Gabriel, who has joined 

us here today to say farewell as he retires as the Bishop of KZN. 

To all our old boys, thank you for joining us today. You have all 

had the benefit of a Cordies education, and many of you have 

sons and grandsons here today. Last year | mentioned Liebie van 

Heerden, John Fowler, Viv Biggs, and Fred Palmer who had left 

here more than 60 years ago. | was corrected after the ceremony 

by a few of them who mentioned that they had left here more 

than 70 years ago, unbelievable, and fantastic to have you join us 

today. 

To our Grade 7 leavers, thank you boys for your contribution to 

Cordwalles; you and many of your parents have played a huge 

role in making Cordies what it is today. You may not really see the 

benefits of this foundation that you have been given until much 

later in life, but please still thank your parents for this incredible 

opportunity. Wishing you all the best at your high schools next 

year, enjoy the new opportunities and don't forget what you have 

learned at Cordwalles. 

Moving onto some of the Board highlights from this past year: 

Our numbers were a little down at the start of this year with 339 

boys in the school. During the year, we have welcomed 20 new 

boys and we look forward to starting next year with 371 boys in 

the school. This is an unbelievable achievement. Credit must be 

given to Ruth Forder, Lance Veenstra and the marketing team. 

These numbers demonstrate something unique in South Africa 

where most of our independent schools are experiencing 

diminishing numbers primarily as a result of emigration and 

affordability. 

Currently, we have boys at Cordwalles from eight different 

countries and five different provinces. This year, we even 

included a marketing trip to Dubai. Chatting to Ruth last week, 

she very humbly mentioned that our growth in numbers was due 

to our boys, as once she has done her bit, she lets potential new 

boys experience a day at Cordwalles. It is after this experience 
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that the boys are one hundred percent committed. Thank you, 

boys. 

The Parents’ Association, under the guidance of Rob Mitchell 

and his newly appointed deputy Ryan Zammit along with their 

very enthusiastic committee, had another bumper year with our 

only fundraising initiative, the Mudman. We had over 850 

participants and raised R320 000 for our new multipurpose astro. 

The funding of this million rand project was by way of a loan from 

the Cordwalles Trust, and we have agreed to pay this back in 

three tranches. This astro has resulted in much curiosity by many 

a passer-by and been a great hit with the boarders, who play on 

it regularly after dark. Next year we will be having an official 

opening of this facility. We thought it would be great to invite the 

1948 cricket team to the opening — this team had three players 

who went on to play cricket for South Africa. 

Thank you to all our parents for both their financial support and 

participation in the Mudman. Due to logistical challenges, next 

year we have changed the name to the Aquelle DustBuster series 

and will be hosting this at the Karkloof Country Club. 

Other projects which were completed this year include the 

rebuild of the locker room. This building had some old age cracks 

and after a little nudge from a reversing truck, finally qualified to 

be demolished and rebuilt. We also put up new shade cloth 

parking for our staff in the lower parking area and the 

CordwallesTrust funded this. 

At the beginning of this year, we commenced renovations on the 

music block. Mrs Blunt and her music team have very patiently 

occupied the old Inky building for the past ten years. We now 

have purpose-designed music classrooms, including various 

specialist rooms for a variety of different instruments. 

On the academic front... for many years we have participated in 

national benchmarking tests to ensure our education at 

Cordwalles is comparable to our peers. This past year we 

decided to write international benchmarking tests. These have 

given us the peace of mind and reassurance that we are offering 

a world-class education. This year we have also focussed on 

further integrating technology and project-based learning into 

our curriculum. Next year we will be introducing an innovation 

hub, where we will be offering robotics as a part of the Senior 

Primary curriculum. We are also in the planning stages of 

upgrading our science laboratory. Thank you Duncan Greaves for 

your continued diligence in ensuring our academic curriculum is 

future fit.



Cordwalles prides itself on being a prominent feeder school to 

our local high schools. Next year we have ten boys going 

College, thirteen to Michaelhouse, thirteen to Hilton, eight to 

St Charles and three to Kearsney. Thank you to the heads and 

deputy heads of these schools for their efforts in ensuring our 

boys have a senior school to attend. 

People are at the heart of our school, and we should keep that 

heart healthy. Cordwalles has several initiatives giving 

opportunities to those less fortunate than ourselves. We have 

enjoyed great success with several staff who have studied and 

qualified as teachers. To mention a few, Thulani Dlamini has 

progressed from working in our gardens to being an IT and Zulu 

teacher; Mrs Carol Ndlovu was a cleaner and is now teaching in 

the Inky, Ms Nonhlanhla Vilakazi was also a cleaner and is 

currently assistant librarian and works in the aftercare. Next year 

Thobani Ndlela, one of the Red Alert guards will be joining us as 

an intern. Added to these success stories, we continue to give 

many boys opportunities to attend Cordwalles on both the 

Jackson and Safire Scholarships. Mrs Joanna Lourens, who is in 

charge of these programmes and Ali Kingsley continue to 

monitor and share the life-changing successes of these boys. 

Early this year, we welcomed Rod Klute onto our finance 

committee and Thabsio Dube onto our property and 

maintenance committee. Thank you to both of you for your 

contribution you have made to Cordwalles this year. 

Both Pierre Bekker and Todd Clark have resigned from the 

Board. Thank you Pierre, for your insights over the past ten years

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and Todd for your contribution while Deputy Chair of the PA. Our 

two new faces on the Board are Anthony Clark and Ryan 

Zammit. 

Bishop Gabriel, thank you for your spiritual guidance over the 

past four years. We wish you and your wife Elizabeth much 

happiness in retirement. 

Thank you to the Board for their sound guidance over the past 

year. Special thanks to our committee chairs, Franci Leppan in 

marketing, James Wardlaw on property and maintenance, Kim 

Peddie in finance, Rich Kinvig on Old Boys and Rob Mitchell on 

the PA.

It is a great honour for me to be able to give the Grade 7 leavers’ 

speech for 2019.

We are all very excited to take off into the world and see the most 

spectacular views. 

However, the unknown is daunting - actually frightening. We may 

encounter storms that take us off route. Winds that will blow us 

backwards and clouds that will make us get lost. However, we 

must never forget who we are and where we have come from. 

Never let your guard down, never leave the burner unattended. 

Passion can become arrogance and that is not what we have 

prepared for. That is not who we are. 

To the very important staff in whatever role you play we thank you 

for everything you have done in helping us to build our gondola 

of independence. Our inflated balloon of discovery and our 

burner of passion, which is on full blast.

Oh my gosh! Where do | start to share all that | did, saw and 

learnt on the UK Exchange trip? It is impossible to tell all here, 

but some things became abundantly clear: 

Firstly, the exchange boys, Nathan Koller, Rory Treleaven, 

Christopher Gilson, Thomas Mason and Luke Campbell were a 

pleasure to travel with. They behaved appropriately, acted 

responsibly, were confident and independent; | was very proud 

to be associated with them. Many strangers in airports and on 

flights were interested to know where the boys came from and 

where they were off to and for what reason. Many commented on 

their good manners. 

Upon arrival at Heathrow, once the boys had been united with 

their host families, | went off on my own mission, to visit other 

schools; St George’s in Weybridge, Papplewick in Ascot, Elstree 

in West Berkshire and by default, St Neot’s in Berkshire and 

Danesfield Manor School, in Walton-on-Thames. During this 

two-week period, | checked back into St Piran’s twice, once to 

see the boys and spend the day at school and then again on their 

final day at the school. This last day ended with the usual 5pm 

end of week chapel service and bell ringing ceremony, which was 

followed by a farewell braai (or barbeque) in the school grounds 

(in the drizzle). Once again, the boys were showered with praise 

for the way they had acquitted themselves in the homes of their 

hosts and it was interesting to see the degrees of friendship and 

bonding which had taken place over the exchange periods; our 

boys having established closeness with the parents and siblings 

of their hosts. 

It is daunting to find oneself in an unfamiliar environment and it 

was with apprehension that | woke up on the days | was to visit 

schools. However, in all cases, | felt so welcomed and had my 

reservations immediately quelled upon arrival. Schools had gone 

to the trouble of planning a programme suited to the requests | 

had made, which meant that my time was well spent and | came 
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into contact with the relevant staff members. 

Of course there are many differences in the UK schools, but 

strangely, many similarities as well. As | kept repeating; ‘The 

same, but differently packaged.” This made me realise that in our 

types of schools, we all have a focus and sense of purpose, to 

educate and develop children to the best of their ability and 

persuasions, using the staff and facilities available to us. The 

interest of the child is always number one priority. | had my 

senses and passion reawakened and couldn’t wait to get back to 

savour fully our own Cordies atmosphere of learning and education. 

Contrary to popular belief, discipline in English schools is alive 

and well; that is in the public schools I visited anyway. Yes, the 

haircut and dress codes may be lax in our eyes, however, when 

it comes to classroom behaviour, respect and self-discipline, 

expectations are firm, with pupils being positively motivated, 

guided and constantly encouraged. Very little else of meaning 

can happen unless discipline prevails and it is imperative that 

children learn the behaviours which are socially acceptable 

and which allow an atmosphere conducive to learning to be 

established. 

Each school has its own character and its own stand out point, 

some right out there as part of their marketing, and some 

intrinsically woven into the buildings and the practices of the 

school. Papplewick is known for its herpetology department, 

St Piran’s for being the family school, St George’s for being part 

of an extensive, highly regarded senior school, Elstree for their 

enormous grounds and freedom for their pupils and Danesfield 

Manor for being ‘The small school with the big heart.’” This 

brought home to me the fact that there is NO OTHER SCHOOL 

LIKE Cordwalles; we are our grounds, our buildings, our history, 

our traditions, our facilities, our staff, our pupils, our families and 

our curriculum. Nowhere in the country, or in the world is there a 

replica; Cordwalles is unique.



| am quite sure that the parent bodies and the families associated 

with the schools | visited are very decent people, but it is so 

comforting and gratifying to be back amongst the familiarity and 

friendliness of our Cordwalles family and to hear conversations in 

isiZulu, observe our multi-cultured, colourful surroundings and to 

be drenched in real sunshine and to feel free in our large, blue skied 

spaces.

Movement is one of the things that boys love to do and the 

natural outdoor space at Cordwalles allows for and encourages 

this. Hands on experiences, sunshine on faces, feet in the mud 

and a smoky fire close by allow for such a rich time of 

sensory learning.

The opportunities for creativity and innovation are always close 

at hand.

A main focus of 2019 was on the theme of the year LIFE and the 

themes for each term - Limited Water, Infinite Energy, Feast or 

Famine and Environment: Earth.

The opportunity for each grade to spend a whole Friday down at 

the Outdoor Classroom, allowed for time for the boys to really 

immerse themselves in activities and tasks. Having more time 

and space with ownership of their tasks, allows the boys to work 

collaboratively. This was particularly true of the Grade 7 

project week. 
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ENVIRONMENTAL TRIPS 

Grade Three - CUMBERLAND NATURE RESERVE 

The annual trip to Cumberland Nature Reserve proved just as 

much fun, if not more, than the previous year. Cumberland is the 

perfect setting to have a camp, where boys feel free in the 

surrounding space. They gain independence and confidence 

within secure, reasonable boundaries and return to school 

energised and enthused by all that they have enjoyed and 

achieved. The boys described it as ‘the best fun’, the best camp’ 

and this is what some of them wrote: 

On the second day we went to the dam and we did blow gun 

shooting. There were darts and the pipes we shot the darts out 

of. There were 16 targets. The scores you could hit were 1, 2, 3, 

4, 5 and 10. The next activity we did was kayaking. We went on 

the dam with our kayaks. We played ‘crocodile’, a version of 

‘stuck in the mud’. Thank you Cumberland for a wonderful trip, it 

was such fun! 

Remember when we did our war cries at Cumberland,

connected to two trees. It wasn’t easy.

HOCKEY REPORT 

Many of the boys at Cordwalles began their hockey season well 

before the official hockey term. The provincial trials process 

began in March and continued through various rounds of 

selection that saw four U12 boys and ten U13 boys playing in the 

uMgungundlovu District teams at the final provincial trial. Of 

those boys, two U12s and eight U13s were selected across the 

various KZN Inland hockey teams that represented the province 

in the various regional and national tournaments. 

For the bulk of our boys, hockey begins in July and continues for 

a jam-packed period of 8 weeks. We were fortunate to enjoy the 

use of our brand-new artificial surface during the season, but this 

didn’t save the bus drivers too much as the buses constantly 

ferried boys to various pitches around the city for both training 

sessions and matches. With every team being scheduled for at 

least one session of training on an artificial surface each week, 

and our matches taking place almost exclusively on artificial 

surfaces, the hockey season is a busy time for each of the 24 

teams that we put out on a weekly basis. Mr Hounsom does an 

enormous amount of work coordinating training, venues and 

transport, and as a hockey club, we are hugely grateful for his 

efforts over the past five years as Head of Sport. 

Saturday mornings are hectic occasions as the boys get to play 

their inter-schools matches. Teams are spread out across as 

many as four separate venues on any particular day and multiple 

matches happen simultaneously in the junior age groups. 

This requires various staff coordinating, umpiring, managing, 

coaching, giving first aid, providing teas and transport as 

matches take place across the city. We are grateful to our 

support staff who manage this with such cheer as well as to our 

teachers and boarder masters who give so freely of themselves 

to positively affect the boys. 

While there are many measures of success, our results are one 

barometer that we monitor. The enormous team effort from all 

involved in hockey at Cordwalles ensures that the weekly results 

are overwhelmingly positive. However, of more significance is the 

conduct of our boys and how they play, how they carry and 

represent themselves, their school, their families and their teams. 

Learning to give everything they can on the field, to win with 

humility and to lose with grace, to battle to the final whistle; all of 

these are traits that get displayed on a weekly basis. 

The 1st Xl squad is the busiest team in the school playing in 

festivals and hosting touring teams on a regular basis. The bulk 

of these boys were involved throughout the provincial process 

and would have played regularly from March through to 

September! While the school season was a great deal of fun, it is 

most enjoyable when the team plays to their fullest potential and 

that only happens when much hard work has already taken 

place. The 1st XI squad are commended for their efforts 

throughout the year and the way that they carried the flag for 

Cordwalles on the hockey field. They played some exciting 

hockey and showed enormous character through the season.

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DID YOU KNOW... 

How the Pennington Pavilion got its name. 
The Pennington Pavilion, which we have come to know so well through its various sporting and social occasions, was named in 

memory of two long-serving and outstanding members of the Cordwalles staff. These were brothers, Maurice and Gerald Pennington. 

If you ask anyone who was at Cordwalles before 1960 who made the deepest impression on them, most will say it was Maurice (known 

by his initials SMOP). During the first 50 years of the school’s existence, Maurice Pennington was the coach, leader and master of sport 

at Cordwalles — what an incredible achievement and one which is surely hard to beat today! His brother Gerald (known as GOMP) 

spent 23 years at Cordwalles and his only break in service was from 1940-43, during which time he served in World War Il. Old Boys 

remember Gerald as a gentle disciplinarian who administered corporal punishment with a butter pat! Maurice and Gerald were uncles 

of Old Boy, Rex Pennington (1936) who had a deep love for Cordwalles and who had attended so many functions over the last few 

years until his death just over a year ago. 

Shock and horror! ... Were there ever girls at Cordwalles? 
Could it possibly be true that Cordwalles was once co-ed? Never, | hear you say, Cordwalles is staunchly all about boys. However, you 

would be wrong! For a very brief period, during the stewardship of Headmaster David Bawden, there were a handful of girls enrolled at 

Cordwalles. 

Cordie Girls, is a nickname long associated with Cordwalles and one, which the boys of yesteryear will well remember! However, 

between 1989 and 1995, a decision was taken to admit girls at Inky level. There were never more than seven little girls wearing grey 

tunics and white blouses or yellow and white checked dresses. But, according to Pixie van Heerden, they made their mark during the 

Nativity play when a REAL girl played the part of Mary! Dave Bawden’s daughter Kelly, completed Grade 3 at Cordwalles and Paula 

Breetzke was admitted to Grade 5 for one year under the tutelage of Pixie. Ultimately, the decision was taken to keep Cordwalles as a 

boys’ only school! So there you go — Cordies Girls became a reality, albeit briefly! 

Well | never! 
Guy Rose (Class of ’58) wrote about an old Cordies friend of his who, whilst traveling through the Northern Transvaal late one night, 

unfortunately broke down. Of course at the time there were no cell phones, but he fortunately had a radio transmitter in his car. He sent 

out an SOS which was picked up by the captain of an SAA aircraft flying over the area. The captain turned out to be Peter Houghton 

who had been at Cordwalles between 1957 and 1960. Peter arranged for a breakdown truck to be sent to the driver in distress! 

What would our boys think now? 
John Fowler (1942-1948) whose son and grandson also attended Cordwalles remembers: 

+ The early morning compulsory jump into the cold water plunge pool in the change room. 

The grey flannel short-pants suit with coat and long grey socks which was the school uniform. 

The stiff Eton collar worn with discomfort to church on Sundays. (These were based on those worn at Eton College, UK which was 

founded in 1440 - have a look at their website) 

+ How boys were told to jump under their beds if the air raid siren sounded. 

That most boys travelled to and from school by train. 

+ How bad behaviour meant one was sent to stand outside in the corridor in full view of the Headmaster’s study. Beza (Jack Besant, 

first Cordwalles Headmaster who was brought out from the UK in 1912) would stalk out of his office and, after a few ‘tweaks’ of the 

hair in front of your ear (very painful), he would send you back to class. Imagine Mr. Veenstra doing that these days! 

« All boys were called by their surnames only and, in the case of brothers, the eldest was referred to, for example, as ‘Fowler major’ 

and the younger as ‘Fowler minor.” Should there be a third brother, he would be ‘minimus’ — these reflected the fact that Latin was 

taught at school! 

Floating paper boats down the fast flowing gutters on each side of the main quad. 

Most of all, John remembers that Cordwalles was a home from home and that wonderful friendships were cemented at school, 

friendships which have lasted a lifetime — This truly represents the Old Boys’ Club motto “The Ties that Bind”

Miles Barry Mathew (Cordwalles 1966-1969) 

My father, Miles Barry Mathew was born in Durban on the 25th of April 1956 and lived on the family sugarcane farm near Mtunzini on 

the North coast of KZN with his parents, Barry and Margaret Mathew. 

Miles attended Mtunzini Primary School for two years, before being sent off to Cordwalles as a termly boarder in Grade 3. He was 

accompanied by his younger brother, Craig Mathew as a Grade 1 pupil. They both had hugely fond memories of their time spent at 

Cordwalles. Once Miles completed his time at prep school, he went on to start his high schooling at Kearsney College, a school he 

stayed passionate about all his life.

George Derek Varnals (Cordwalles 1945-1948) 

We were saddened to learn of the passing of old boy Derek Varnals, a member of the formidable Cordwalles 1st Xl of 1948. 

Attending Cordwalles between 1945 and 1948 along with fellow cricketers, Kelly Seymour and Norman Crookes, Derek went on to 

Michaelhouse and then to Rhodes University, where he studied for a B.Com. 

Derek enjoyed a 10-year career in South African domestic first class cricket, as a right-handed batsman. and played for Eastern 

Province, Transvaal and Natal. During his 1957-58 season he averaged more than 50 runs per innings and then, in the 1964-65 season, 

he made three centuries, including one for Natal against the MCC touring side. It was this that propelled him into the South African 

cricket team for the first three tests. Unfortunately, he was dropped from the third test and subsequently retired from cricket. 

He showed his first-class bowling in the final overs of his final Test match. 

His post cricket career saw him working as Personnel Director of Unilever and Managing Director of Lipton. 

We are sure the wider Cordwalles community would wish to join the Headmaster, Lance Veenstra and the staff in sending our 

condolences to his wife and family living in Australia. 
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Michael Arthur “Kelly” Seymour (5 June 1936 -17 February 2019) 

It is with sadness that we learnt of the recent passing of Kelly Seymour in Cape Town at the age of 82. 

Born in Kokstad in 1936, Kelly attended Cordwalles between 1947 and 1949 before moving on to Michaelhouse. Kelly then studied 

medicine at UCT before going overseas. Kelly entered the Medical profession and went on to lecture at Groote Schuur and was Medi- 

cal Director of a pharmaceutical company. 

Whilst at Cordwalles, Kelly played in the famous 1948 1st XI. The team of 1948 was coached by Maurice Pennington who was not only 

the coach, but also leader and master of sport for the first 50 years of the school’s existence. The 1948 1st Xl had three players who 

went on to represent South Africa, namely Kelly Seymour, Norman Crookes and Derek Varnals. This must be a record for a South 

African Prep school. 

Kelly was a lower-order, right-handed batsman and a right-arm, off-break bowler who was later selected as a right-arm off-spinner. He 

became a regular choice for Western Province, and was selected to the Springbok team, playing seven Test matches against Australia 

and England between 1963 and 1970.
