| am sure that you are aware of the serious staffing problem that we
have in the Education Department . | am particularly keen to ensure
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that our educational institutions are competently managed and that
instruction and teaching within them 1s conducted professionally to
achieve high standards that will transform our educational
establishments into institutions of educational excellence.

Since a general amnesty has been declared by our movement to all

those who had offended against our organisation, it is my view that
this amnesty should also be extended to the case of George Mbele, at
least as far as considering his case is concerned.

| am certain that you will recall that |, had very bitter quarels with
George at the time of the problems we had to deal with, within the

Luthuli Memorial Foundation, which, to a large measure were
spearheaded by him. | do think, however, that we should give at

least formal consideration to his application. | raise this matter
