Frank Nabarro was born in England in 1916 and studied at the University of Oxford.
During the Second World War he worked as a physicist in the Army Operational
Research Group, and for his services received an M.B.E. From 1945 to 1949 he was
the Royal Society Warren Research Fellow at the University of Bristol; and from
1949 to mid-1953 he was a Lecturer in Metallurgy at the University of Birmingham.
He also gained a D.Sc.

In July 1953 he joined the University of the Witwatersrand as Head of the
Department of Physics. He immediately set about creating a strong active and
influential research team in the field of solid state physics. His own research gave
rise to more than 70 scientific papers. He also wrote The Theory of Crystal
Dislocations (Clarendon Press, 1967) which is the standard work on the subject.
Professor Nabarro is now probably South Africa’s most eminent living physicist.

He has received many honours and awards. Notable among them are a Fellowship of
the Royal Society in London, an Honorary Fellowship of the Royal Society of South
Africa, the South Africa Medal of the South African Association for the
Advancement of Science, the De Beers Gold Medal of the South African Institute of
Physics and the Claude Harris Leon Foundation Award of Merit. He has also served
on the editorial boards of various scientific journals and on the councils of scientific
associations. He has been visiting professor or fellow at a number of universities in
Europe, Britain and North America.

Frank Nabarro has also served the University of the Witwatersrand in other fields.
He has been Dean of Science and a Senate representative on the University
Council. After his retirement from the Chair of Physics in 1977, he was for two years
Deputy Vice-Chancellor.

The University of Natal honours Professor Nabarro for his unique contribution to
South African and to international physics.
