Natal and KwaZulu have cap- 
tured the headlines of the 
world in recent times. 
Political Correspondent 
MARTIN CHALLENOR re- 
ports 

HERE are many 
vital, dramatic issues that 
demand attention in the 
Natal and KwaZulu areas — 
issues such as political vio- 
lence and mining at Lake St 
Lucia. 

There is also the realisation 
that if a new South African con- 
stitution is to work at all, it will 
have to work first in Natal and 
KwaZulu. 

If this country was a normal 
democracy, these issues and 
many more would be hammered 
out at a public hearing of the 
regional tier of government. 
Alas, this is not the case, and 
parliamentary public represen- 
atives get two days a year to 
focus specifically and publicly 
on the Natal/KwaZulu issue. 
This occasion was the session of 
the extended parliamentary 
standing committee on provin- 
cial affairs, Natal, that took 
place in Pietermaritaburg this 
week. 

Keen to make their points, the 
MPs packed in more than 120 
speeches as they reflected on 
Natal’s R2,695 billion budget. No 
votes were taken as all the deci- 
sions were made beforehand by 
appointed members of the Ex- 
ecutive Committee. 

In fact, one vote was taken — 
an impromtu poll called by 
African National Congress-
