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The Honourable Mr Justice R N Leon

The Honourable Mr Justice Ramon Nigel Leon matriculated at

Durban High School, and obtained the B.A. and LL.B. degrees at the

University of Natal in Pietermaritzburg. He was called to the Bar in

1948 and practised as an Advocate for eighteen years. He took Silk in

1959 and became a Judge of the Natal Provincial Division of the

Supreme Court in 1966. Today after seventeen years on the Supreme

Court Bench, he is one of South Africaâ\200\231s most experienced Judges,

and a dedicated jurist whose contribution to the development of our

law has been notable.

Mr Justice Leonâ\200\231s connection with the University of Natal has been

long and distinguished, and the voluntary services he has rendered to

it have been exceptional. While a student in Pietermaritzburg, he

served as President of the Studentsâ\200\231 Representative Council. He was

President of Convocation for five years and a member of the

University Council for six years. He has acted as external examiner

for the Faculty of Law since 1959, and was appointed a member of

the Faculty Board in 1962. He has served on the Facultyâ\200\231s selection

committee for the past ten years and is Judge President of the

Universityâ\200\231s annual Moot Court, with which he has been actively

involved since its inception.

The bodies outside the University on which Mr Justice Leon has

served include the Council of the Society of Advocates of Natal, the

General Council of the Bar of South Africa and the South African

National Institute of Crime Prevention and for the Rehabilitation of

Offenders (NICRO), of which he was the Durban Chairman for five

years.

An active sportsman in his youth, Mr Justice Leon was the captain of

his schoolâ\200\231s tennis team. He was a member of both the Ist Cricket XI

and the tennis team at the University of Natal, where he won a

half-blue for tennis. Today Mr Justice Leon is a member of the

Victoria Club in Pietermaritzburg, the Durban Turf Club and the

Jockey Club of South Africa. He is also an honorary member of the

Durban Club and of the Durban Country Club.
