Radio: Innovation on FM

Control of WBAI Passes to Pacifica, Which Hopes to Get Listener Financ
ing

By Jack Gould

The city's first broadcasting station designed to be financed
directly by its listeners-not by advertising sponsors or taxes-
began operation yesterday afternoon on the frequency modula-
tion radio band.

Congratulatory messages from Governor Rockefeller and
Mayor Wagner were read during brief ceremonies marking trans-
fer of control of WBAI (99.5 megacycles) to the Pacifica Foun-
dation, a West Coast non profit organization that has won a loyal
following among California listeners.

The Governor hailed the listener-supported station as "a time-
ly and courageous innovation" in broadcasting.

Louis Schweitzer, who had been subsidizing WBAI as a per-
sonal undertaking, turned over the station formally to Harold
Winkler, president of Pacifica, which operates KPFA in Berkeley
and KPFK in Los Angeles.

WBAI hopes to become self-sustaining through the listener's
payment of an annual subscription fee of $ 12 or more. According
to Mr. Winkler, good music, special programs for children, out-
of-the-ordinary documentaries, talks and panels will be among
the station's presentations.

Louis M. Lyons, curator of the Nieman Fellowships at Har-
vard University, who regularly broadcasts over station WGBH-
FM in Boston, will be heard on a weekly basis. The story of a
man elected to settle in East Berlin is one of this week's events.

Experimental poetry will be represented on the schedule.
WBAI also enjoys the services of an able woman announcer who
must be an alumna of the British Broadcasting Corporation.

Yesterday's first live program was a panel discussion on the
subject of payola and morality; the participants included Dr.
Bernard Schwartz, who made headlines with his investigation of
the Federal Communications Commission; Justice Justine Wise
Polier, and Nat Hentoff, jazz critic. The moderator, naturally, was

the ubiquitous David Susskind. The discussion of the press was
especially lively and worthwhile.

To judge by a quick sampling of the first day-and the record
of Pacifica on the West Coast-the revamped WBAI should
prove a welcome addition to the New York radio scene. Surely a
truly outspoken station with no taboos and a fresh programming



approach should be able to carve a niche for itself.

In the onrush of television, the potential of the sound medium
has tended to be neglected, particularly in affording a platform
for people with something to say and ability to say it.

Admittedly, pacifists may be taking on a more formidable
assignment in New York than in California. There is, after all,
station WNYC, the city-owned outlet, which does provide fine
radio without commercial intrusions. Also there are the noncom-
. mercial educational FM stations as well as a number of commer-
cial FM outlets that present many hours of classical music with a
minimum of interruptions. For radio listening, the FM dial in
New York is an island of many languages.

Nonetheless, it is both heartening and significant that a liste-
ner-financed station should be making its bow at the present
time. It is one more indication that while advertiser-supported
broadcasting does have many advantages, there should be a place
for a supplementary service that is differently oriented and as-
pires to alternative goals.

If WBAI succeeds in demonstrating that a meaningful pro-
gram schedule can be sustained by the general audience without
the need for pay-as-you-listen slot machines, foundation grants,
or advertiser appropriations, it could mark an important turn in
the annals of New York broadcasting.
