Mirutes of the Foundation Members' meeting on southern Africa
on 3 December 1993 in the Afrika-Haus of the GERMAN AFRICA
FOUNDATION (DEUTSCHE AFRIKA STIFTUNG) i Bonn

A= in past vears, the Herbert Ouandt Stiftung 1nvited
representatives of the German institutions that are involved 1in
SA to attend this vear's meeting of the Foundation Members on
cauthern Africa, in the Afrika-Haus in Bonn. The purpose of the
meeting was to promote the exchange of information and oplnlions

among the participants.

Dr. Zabel began with a word of greeting and a brief overview of
the activities and experiences of the Guandt Stiftung. Then,
other participants spoke about the tasks and activities of the
institutions they represented. In a second round of discussion,
specific topics were discussed in greater detail. The essential
points to be kept 1n mind are:

- Irn 1993 the "21st Century Foundation" was founded in SA. 1t
iz a partner of the Quandt Stiftung and is financed by middle-
level S. African firms.

- SA urgently needs funds for the training and on-the-job
training of black managers. Training programs have a good
chance of success 1T the necessary preparatory measures are
guaranteed.

- There are three categoriecs of promotional measurecs:
a) foundations/NGUs
b)) private businescses
c) government support

- Bafore the elections in SA there will be hardly any movement
in the private business =zector. After the elections, a surge of
activity is expected. At present, the situation 1s jJudged 1n
London to be very positive.

- In 1993 SA received funding amounting to 40 million (DM7?)
from Germarny and S0 million (DM?) from the European Unilon
(Germany). In 1994 funding will amount to more than 100 million

DM.

- In this vear, an additional 7 million DM will be made
available by the German government for training assistance and
arganization courncseling, the training of ANC diplomats, and
training in central banking procedures.

- The general trend for SA is positive. Regional cooperation 1n
couthern Africa is also proceeding well. According to the UeBELD
(Organization for Economic Cooperation and Development - 77)
report for 1992, about $ 5 billion flowed into the SADCC
(Southern African Development Coordination Councill) countries
and SA 1in that year.

- As a result of the miserable situation in the schoals and
other educaticnal institutions, 1/3 of the black pupills drop
agt of schoal, only 1/3 attain secondary education, and only
are in 10,000 takes advanced exams 1n mathematics.




- The black pupilses' favorite subjectes are in "social studies'.

Ecspecially popular are the subjectes "Bible studiecs and
1ndiligenous languages”.

- Working with one's hands does not bring any social status, so
that only a very small percentage of people remain
professionaly active in the area of training.

- The opening of a Goethe Institute in SA is planned for 1997.

- The SEQUA i1nstitution, founded by the DIHT (Deutscher
Industrie- und Handelstag - German Industrial and Crafts
Council) and the Zentralverband des Deutschen Handwerks
(Central Association of German Craftse) for the "buildup of

market-economy structures", has been joined by the BDI (Federal
Assoclation of German Industry).

- Count Rupert Strachwitz, Business Manager of the Maecenata
Management Co., will be approached regarding an overview of
initiatives in SA. Perhaps an overview can be produced from his
callection of data.

The participants of the Foundation Members' meeting on southern
Africa agreed that the goal of this meeting was not to
coordinate their activities. Because of the different
approaches of the various foundations and institutions., this
would be problematic in any case. But the members evaluated
positively the i1nteresting information that is offered by these
mestings, which have by rnow become a tradition. Thus Dr.
Zabel's proposal to hold the next meeting on a Friday in July
1994 in Bonn was approved of by the members.
