REPORT ON THE 1ST CONFERENCE ’OF ANC STUDENT

(MOSCOW 6-10 AugustJZ)
Background
The conference has originally been planned as a Summer School,
but owing to events linked with the SOWETO aftermath and
ever-increasing outflow of young people from South Africa a
large proportion of whom students from Secondary and ?High
Schools, the NEC of the ANC decided that the Situation required
AsOmething mere than Sumner School.

With the selfless help pf the Soviet Komsomol, both the youth
and students Secretariat in Lusaka as well as South African
Students preparatory committee in Moscow, it was possible
to Eur0pe and Canada, as well as delegates coming direetly
from inside South Africa.

Following a prestigious opening ceremony with message from
V the Soviet Committee of Youth Organisations, the_Soviet Afro
Asian Solidarity Committee, the Committee of SOViet Women
and the Protector of Lumumba Friendship University, the
participants settled down to serious wbrk in closed sessions.
A report on the latest meeting of the ANC National Executive
Committee held in Lusaka at the end of July, 1977, acted as
a guiding spirit during the deliberatiohs and was reinforced
by papers presented on behalf of the NEC, and ANC Women’ s Section,
SACTU, the SACP and Youth and Students Secretariat. Papers
were also circulated prepared by ANC units in Sweden and Canada.
The reports by hegds of all the delegations were followed with
keen igterest and becOme subject of lively, construct-ively
critical debates.
Delegates dealt with broad issues of strengthening the
organisational machinery under direction of headquarters.
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Information on t he herioc strugggle being waged by Black people
zand students largely contributed to firm declarations from
delegates in support of the liberation struggle led by the ANC,
solidarity with those have been inprisoned, tortured or
murdered in South Africa fascist jails;
Participants made a pleagge to dedicate themselves to the
struggle of the oppressed South African masses confronting
students and youth in their respective areas of residence.
Thanks to a generous contributionfrom the Canadian delegatian
who brought solidarity T-Shirts for the delegates, a strong
feeling of identity and tOgetherness was generated throughout
the conference.
This was particularly so when delegates participated in .
Solidarity meetings organised by Soviet Youth (August 8th) and
Soviet Women’s Committee to commemorate August, 9th - South
Africa Women’s Day.
The’ prevailing atmosphere of serious and profound discussion
reflected itself in the resolutions which were unanimously
adopted by the participants.
There si no doubt that the conference was timely, fruitful and
a resounding success. The foundation for a strong militant
,wANC students’ section has been laid;

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MOBILISATION OF STUDENTS
This conference adopts the NEC report presented by comrade
Sindiso and expresses hope that all the provisions in this
report are implemented by the National ExeCutive.
The problem of mobilisation is to a large extent affected by
the geographical location of one student sections. The geo-
graphical situation is a decisive factor as it determines the
composition of the student section. In Socialist countries
we are concerned with students who are primarily ANC members.
In capitalist countries we have to address oneselves to botht
ANC members and non-ANC people. a . .
But from whatever section one comes from, our primary consi-
deration must be firstly, to consolidate and unify outfiesis-
existing youth section and secondly, we must work towards
drawing in new people to join the ranks of the m0vement.
?The achievement of both these objectives are totally dependent
. on the level of political consciences of our cadres. The greater
the understanding of the political issues at stake in South
Africa and ANC’s perspective of the struggle, the better the
chance of establishing and maintaining a determined; disciplined
and unified youth and student section. The continuous process
of educating ourselves requires every student section to regula- .
rly supplied with as much information as is possible - in
pafticular, present and past publications of the movement (SACTU)
together with study group discthion papers that certain youth
and student sections have prepared. Attendance at educative
and political events like the_next world youth festival in Cuba
make an important contribution tthhis end. A further suggestion
is that we should look into the possibility of a youth and
student bulletin, where all sections can contribute articles
on their problems, experiences, success and politicalissues
issues affecting the youth. This facility allows for the
sharing of experiences and provide a useful platform for the
to express their views.
The successful co-ordination and direction of youth activities
is heavily dependent on good two two way communication, between
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between the youth secretariat end all youth and student
sections. To ensure the consistent and maintenance of
commuunioation requires the establishment of formal procedures
and structures. Besides having a person,who has overall
responsibility for the youth and studentsection, we would
like to suggest that the aforementioned structures are
permanent making for regular contact between the various
student sections and the Youth Secretariat. This structures
will take responsibility for sending our all necccesary
directives t o the various Youth and Students sections,
and generally servicing the various sections with information
advice, requests, crtioism and so on.
The mobilisation of youth students in capitalist co ntries
posesToertain special problems in that they have an added task
of mobilising peOple who are not ANC supporters. It has been
noted, that study classes open to all interested South
Africans, provides a useful introduction to the .ANC ahd its
policies for there perspective supporters. It is important _
also, to make the ANC presence felt, in these countries by
initiation campaigns and demonstrations against the racist
regime in the hope that this will attract those S. Africans
who have not as yet committed themselves to the struggle.
The whole question of military training, has to be looked into
seriously, for it is a request that is being made by the
youth, who have recently left the country and others. The
question is important not only"because it affects the struggle
in general, but, more specially, it can make the difference
between people being mobilised into the movement or drifting
away from it.
There are certain things that can be done to ensure the well
being and commitment of the youth section e.g. whenever possible
our students should be called upon to contribute to certain
projects. This kind of involvement will give comrades a
feeling of belonging and responsibility. Simarly the suggestion
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Similarly the suggestion that comrades should donate a,
portion of their stipend for the benefit of the movement
is an excellent idea that undoubtedly shows commitment and
seriousness bf intent in the fight for the seizure of power.
Of great importance also, is that, we must do everything tov
ensure that we maintain our identity. We cannot expect
commitment from people who are unable to identify themselves
’with culture and traditions aof South Africa. It is within
this context that we see the importance of holding informative
cultural events on South Africa’s art, literature, must and
so on.
In conclusion, we would like to say that, given the role of the
students and youth in the uprisings at home, it is imperative ’,
that our student section make serious attempts to forge links
with there group at home. We believe that similar links need
to be forged and maintained with the armed wing of the ANC
Mkhonto we Sizwe for, it is the youth and students who can
expect to be must be oalled upon to swell the ranks of our
armed wing, t he people liberation army, Mkhonto we Sizwe.
We must endevour to build a greater bonds of unity with
sympathetic organisations and all progressive forces.
