Clay is also a popular medium used for sculptures and can be 

manipulated in a variety of individual ways. Ian Calder remains true 

to the inherent aesthetic qualities of the naterial when he creates a 

structure with the minimum of manipulation. Diek Grobler's sculp- 

ture, "The Delegates", is made of painted clay and reflects a playful 

and humourous quality.
