The military government of General Ankrah, following the

f:.rm attitude against the reactionary policy which originates
ln Ghana, and also because of its decision to defend its
independence and sovereignty, for which 1t is preparing
with renewed fervor and enthus iasmi'
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Just a few days ago, the international Press became the
echo of other manoeuvers planned by the imperialist forces

against the people of Guinea, endeavoring to create a con—
flict between it and Liberia, ' '

These facts demonstrate that the anti;imperialist stand of
the people of Guinea worries the putchists of Ghana, and
their Yankee protectors, who are trying by all means at
Ghelr command to take away its sovereignty. But the people
of Guinea keeps firm and decided to defend it at any cost,
and faced with this outrage committed by the puppet Ankrah,
has known how to show its repulse to the Yenkce manocuver,
declaring its strongest protest %o the government of the

'Unlted.States, which is undoubtedly the instiga tor'of this
action,
