The ANC is completely banned inside South Africa though throughout the world we meet
with governments. It is accepted internationally that the ANC represents a free and
democratic future South Africa. We have suffered much at the bloodstained hands of .
apartheid agents, who not only terrorise us inside our own country but export their
violence and attack our members in exile. But we have never, and will never, give up
our struggle to end apartheid.
I appeal to YOU not to forsake the people of South Africa. Together we can
