According to ulficial statistics, 575

people died and more than 6 (IX) were
wounded. The uprising left South Afri.

cat's townships once again highly pol-
iticiscd, and a new generation of youth

whose militancy had been equalled by

their courage in facing the security

Umkhonto manifesto 1961  
More than 7 (1)0 ytiuths fled into exile as
the upvising subsided. Although the

ANC had not been responsible for the
events 01 1976, they had clearly estab-
lished a presence to the extent that thc
hulk of the recent emigrcs flocked to

join the movement. This provided a
massive m recruitment for Umkhonto

we Sizwe, which together with the
changed face of Southern Africa,

presented new pauihilitics A handtgrc-

hank attack on a polio: van at Komuti-

poort (later the site oi the Nkomuli Ac-

cord) late in 1077, heralded the

beginning of a new wave of gucrrilla 11C-

tmns.

The trial of Barbara Hogan il 1% re-
vealed attempts to establish Am cells

to co-ordiante work in the leyl political

sphere. A number of other eases in the
period show the ANC rebuilding its pol-

itical background, as well as support

structures and intelligence networks for
its guerrilla actions. (For example. Ren-

lrcw Christie and Rob Adam were both
found guilty of assembling and transmit-

ting information on possible targets for

sabotage to the ANC. while national scr-

viccman, Roland Hunter. was found
guilty of transmitting SADF secrets.)

It is impossible to assess the success of

the rebuilding of underground networks
by the ANC because the only evidence
of this process comes through trials of
those who have been caught. By 19W,
however, Minister of Justice, Jimmy

ngcr, noted with alarm that 'the ANC

is everywhere!"

RE-EMERGENCE OF THE

ANC

At the legal political level, the ANC's

profile also began to increase. In the
latcA7Os, the traditions of the Freedom

Charter began to reasscrt themselves in

the organisations which emerged in the
wake of the October 1977 banning; of

Black Consciousness (BC) organisa-

tions. Even Buthelezils lnkatha looked

for cn-opcration with the ANC, sending

a delegation to meet the organisation in
London in 1979. After Buthelezj's re-

pressive actions against boycotting stu-

dents in Natal, however, the ANC broke

off all relations with lnkalha in June

The Freedom Charter

Preamble

We, the people of South Africa, declare for all our country and the world to hhowz-

That South Africa belongs to all who live in it, black and white, and that no government can

justly claim authority unless it is based on the will of the people;

That our people have been robbed of their birthright to land. liberty and peace by a form of

government founded an injustice and inequality;

That our country will never be prosperous or free until all our people live in brotherhood,

enjoying equal rights and opportunities;

That only a democratic state, based on the will of the people, can secure to all their birthright

without distinction of colour, race, sex or belief;

And therefore, we, the people of South Africa, black and white, toyether- equals, countrymen

and brothers - adopt this Freedom Charter. And we pledge ourselves to strive together,

sparing nothing of our strength and courage, until the democratic changes here set out have

been won.

The people shall govern

Every man and woman shall have the right to vote for and stand as a candidate for all bodies

which maize laws. -

All the people shall he entitled to take part in the administration of the country.

The rights of the people shall he the same regardless of race. colour or sex.

All bodies of minority rule, advisory boards, councils and authorities shall he replaced by

democratic organs of self-gei'ernment.

All national groups shall have equal rights .

There shall be equal status in the bodies of state, in the courts and in the schools for all

national groups and races;

All national groups shall be protected by law against insults to their race and national pride:

All people shall have equal rights to use their own language and to develop their own follzv

culture and customs;

All apartheid laws and practices shall he set aside,

The people shall share in the country's wealth

The national wealth of our country. the heritage of all South Africans, shall be restored to the

people;

The mineral wealth beneath the sail the hanhs and monopoly industry shall be transferred to

the ownership of the people as a whole; '

All other industries and trade shall lie controlled to assist the well-being of the people:

All people shall have equal rights to trade where they choose, to manufacture and to enter all

trades. crafts and professions.

The police force and army shall Eie open to all on an equal hasis and shall be the helpers and

protectors of the people:

All laws which discriminate on grounds of race, colour or belief shall he repeated.

The preaching and practice of national, race or colour discrimination and contempt shall he a

punishable crime:

Alisha" enioy equal human rights

The-iaw shalt guarantee to all their right to speak, to organise, to meet together, to publish, to

preach, to worship and to educate their children; '

The privacttof the house from police raids shall he proterted hy law;

. All shall be free to travel without restriction from countryside to town, from province to

province, and from South Africa abroad;

Pass laws, permits and all other laws restricting these freedoms shail be abolished.

There shall he work and security

All who work shall be free to form trade unions. to elect their officers and to mahe wage

agreements with their employers;

The state shall recognise the right and duty of all to work, and to draw full unemployment

benefits; I

Men and women of all races shall receive equal pay for equal worh;

There shall he a forty-hottr working week, a national minimum wage, paid annual leave, and

sick leave for all workers, and maternity leave on full pay for all working mothers;

Miners, domestic worhers, farm workers and civil servants shall have the same rights as all

others who worh;

Child labour, compound labour, the tot system and contract labour shall be abolished.

The doors of learning and of culture shall he opened

The government shall discover, develop and encourage national talent for the enhancement of

 



 

 

our cultural life;

All the cultural treasures of mankind shall be open to all, by free exchange of books, ideas and

contacts with other lands;

The aim of education shall be to teach the youth to love their people and their culture, to

honour human brotherhood, liberty and peace;

Education shall be free, compulsory, universal and equal for all children;

Higher education and technical training shall be opened to all by means of state allowances

and scholarships awarded on the basis of merit;

Adult illiteracy shall be ended by a mass state education plan;

Teachers shall have all the rights of other citizens;

The colour bar in cultural life, in sport and in education shall be abolished.

There shall be houses, security and comfort

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Constitutional guidelines for a democratic
South Africa

The Freedom Charter. adopted in 1955 by the Congress of the People at Kliptowh hear

lohahneshura, was the first systematic statement in the history of our uouhtry of the political

and constitutional vision of a free. democratic and haii-racial South Africa,

The Freedom Charter remains today unique as the only South African document of its hind

that adheres firmly to democratic principles as accepted throughout the world, Among South

Africans it has become by far the most widely accepted programme for a post-apartheid

country. The stage is how approaching where the Freedom Charter must be converted from a

vision for the future into a constitutional reality.

We in the African National Congress submit to the people of South Africa, and to all those

throughout the world who wish to see an end to apartheid our basic guidelines for the

foundations of government in a post-apartheid South Africa. Extensive and democratic debate

on these guidelines will mobilise the uidest sections of the population to achieve agreement on

how to put an end to the tyranny and oppression under which our people live, thus enabling

them to lead normal and decent lives as free cit'izens in a free country.

The immediate aim is to create a just and democratic society that will sweep away the

centuries-old legacy of colonial conquest and white domination, and abolish all laws imposing

racial oppression and discrimination. The removal of discriminatory laws and eradication of all -

vestiges of the illegitimate regime are, however, not enough; the structures and the institutions ' ,

of apartheid must be dismantled and be replaced hy democratic ones. Steps must be taken to

ensure that apartheid ideas and practices are not permitted to appear in old forms or new.

In addition. the effects of centuries of racial domination and inequality must be overcome by

constitutional provisions for corrective action which guarantees a rapid and irreversible

a redistribution of wealth and opening up offacilities to all. The Constitution must also be such

as to promote the habits of heh-racial amt hOh-sexist thinking, the prat'tice of anti-racist

behaviour and the acquisition of genuinely shared patriotic consciousness.

T w Constitution must give firm protection to the fuhdmhehtal htuhah rights ofall ClllZCHS.

There shall he equal rights for all littllt'l1l uats, irrespective of race. colour, sex or creed In

addition, it requires the entrenchihg of equal cultural linouistic and religious rights for all. .

Under the conditions of contemporary South Africa 87o of land and 95% of the instruments

of production of the country an in the hands oftthe ruling class which is solely drawn from the

uhite community It follows llltMleUFL that constitutional protection to: aroup rights would

perpetuate the status auo and would mean that the mass of the people itotild continue to he

e constitutionallu trapped in porertu and remain as outsiders in the land of their birth.

q The economy shall be a mixed one, with a public sector, a private sector, a co-operative sector

and a smaU-scale family sector

s The state shall promote the acquisition of management, technical and scientific shifts among

all sections of the population, especially the blacks.

  STATEMENT OF THE NATIONAL EXECUTIVE COMIKITTEE
OF THE AFRICAN NATIONAL CONGRESS LUSAKA, ZAMBIA

- FEBRUARY 16TH, 1990

The National Executive Committee of the African National Congress met
in Lusaka, Zambia, from February 14-16, 1990 to consider the situation
arising from the decisions announced on February 2nd and 10th, 1990,
by Pretoria's State President, FW de Klerk, an'ecting the system of
repression against the democratic movement which the white National
Party re e had instituted during the 42 years of its illegitimate rule of
South 'ca.

As is known, De Klerk also Spelt out policy positions of his part and
government, which he Presented as being intended to address e issue

apartheid.

During its deliberations, the NEC benetited from proposals submitted to
its meetin by the President of the ANC, Oliver Tambo, and other leaders
of the AN based within South Airica. .

It reaEx-med the continuing and eat responsibility of the ANC and all
other democratic and anti-aparthei forces, both South African and
mtemational, to continue the struggle to end the apartheid system as
quickly as possible.

The NEC recognised the unbannin of the ANC and other organisatio
as an important factor which contrglbutes to the creation of a climate .
conducive to negotiations. It also viewed in a positive light other
measures such as the partial of the press restrictions and the
rescinding of banning orders aa'ec . various persons.

It welcomed the suspension of the death ty as an important first
ste which must, without delay, lead to unconditional release of all -
po tleal activist: sentenced to death and an end to the barbaric practice
of capital punishment.

111etlEC.however,alsocomludedtlmtmePretodateglmehaanotyet-
created a climate conducive to negotiations, as has been called for by the

The NEC also considers it of vital importance that it should meet the
leaders of the ANC who are inside South Africa, as well as those of the
Mass Democratic Movement and other anti-apartheid forces. It therefore
resolved to send a delegation into South Africa as soon as the necessary
arrangements have been made.

It further resolved that it is important immediately to be the work of
re-establishing the ANC within the country. It has there are constituted
the leaders within the country into an organ under the NEC charged with
the task of carrying out this work, working under the chairmanship of
Comrade Walter Sisulu.

.The NEC calls on all members of the ANC, as well as those of our
compatriots who had already taken steps to constitute themselves into
ANC units,'to work directly with and under this leadership collective.

The NEC resolved to take immediate steps to prepare for the organised
return to South Africa of the leadership and membership of the ANC.

It also recognised that over the years a serious brain drain had occurred
with the emigration from South Africa of many people who were opposed
to the apartheid system. It therefore resolved to take ste to encourage
the return of these exiles as well, so that they can contri te to the
democratic transformation of our country and make an en'ective
gngbxfgon to the reconstruction and development of a post-apartheid

i In the t of the new developments, the NEC resolved that the next
Natio Conference of the ANC will be held inside South Africa from the
16th of December, 1990. The planned National Consultative Conference
originally scheduled for June this year will therefore no longer take place.
Cafenfetence preparations will however continue, both inside and outside

country. ' .

TheNECweleomedmeun ofmeSACPJtreaim-medthe
importanceoftheallianceofthe C.theSACPandthe
workersot'ouroountrthresolvedthatthishistodcalliancewlll
continue to function with the necessary restructuring having taken place
to meet the new situation.

It also reviewed the relations of the ANC with other democratic and and-
apnrtheid formations within South Africa. As alxudy indicated. it
resolvedtoenterintodiscussionswlthmesetoassesstherecent .
developments. It reiterated its view that. at this sta e. the UDF and its
amlintes should continue to function and mobilise eir mpective
constituencies.

The NEC is vely concemed at the continuing violence, especially in
Natal and U tenhage. It reamrmed the necessity to take urgent steps to
stop this destructive conflict. It More consulted earlier decisions that
the leadership within the country should intervene immediatel to end
this frattlcidal cama e. It calls on all those who have previouslglocked
attempts to find a so ution to cooperate with these leaders in
interests of life itself.



The NEC reiterated the fact that the masses of our people continue to
sulfer under the apartheid s stem. It restated that even when a climate
for negotiations is created, ' will not mean that this system will have
been abolished. Therefore the struggle for a united, democratic and non-
racial South Africa must and will continue.

In this regard, it considered with all due seriousness, suggestions that it
should unilaterally suspend the armed struggle. While appreciating the

sincerity of purpose underlying these suggestions, it however continued
that the only just and correct way to approach this question is to adhere

to the positions contained in the Harare and UN Declarations. It
therefore reiterates that upon the creation of a climate conducive to

negotiations, the ANC will seek to negotiate with the Pretoria regime a
suspension of hostilities by both sides.

.The NEC views with grave concern and strongly condemns the
continuing campaign of repression carried out by the South African and

bantustan police and armies. The State of Emergenc and repressive

legislation, such as the Internal Security Act, which ve been
mainltained, legalise and encourage this campaign of terror against the
peop e. '

TheANC and Umkhonto we Sizwe have a responsibility to defend the
people against this terror. There can therefore be no question of a
unilateral moratorium or a suspension of the armed struggle in .a
situation in which the violence of the'apartheid system continues

unabated. The Pretoria regime has an urgent responsibill to take all the
necessary measures to end this violence and thus create e situation

when the present obligation on our part to act in defence of the peeple,
arms in hand, will fall away.

The NEC reamrms the need for the continuation of mass political action
to achieve the objectives contained in the resolutions of the Conference
fof a Democratic Future and the Jan 8th statement of the NEC, tn
?oahtls: the intention of this Year of Pea '0 Action for a Democratic
u Africa.

The NEC reaffirmed that our country's problems can only be solved when
South Afn'ca has been transformed into a non-racial democracy, in which
the fundamental rights of all our people, both black and white, would be
uaranteed. It therefore calls on all forces committed to this perspective
urther to consolidate their unity and continue to act together to advance
towards the common goal.

This. for example found expres-

sion in the Party's acceptance that

the achievement of the aims of the

(Freedom) Charter would answer
the pressxng and immediate needs
of the people and lay the indis-
pcnsable basis for the advance to
socialism".

It was against this understanding
that the SAC? saw no contradic-
tion between its role as the van-
guard of the working class and the
leading role of the ANC.
But the reasons why the alliance

has endured for nearly seven dec-
ades are not limited to the Party's
recognition of the task of "national
liberation" being pnmaxy.
Perhaps the more important fac-

tor contributing to the endurance of
the alliance was the fact thm the
SAC? never saw itself as a caucus
group that sought to impose the
Party's position on the ANC and
the alliance. ,
Pony general. secretary, Joe Slo-

vo. says in a recent paper on so-
Ctalist practices: "We do not regard

the nude union or the national

movement as mere conduits for

our policies. Now do we attempt to

advance our policy positions

through intrigue and manipulauon.

Our relationship with these organi-

sations is based on complete re-

spect for their integrity and inner-

democracy". This. the communists

says. has never been a rhetorical
slogan but a reflection of the mall.
t .
yNelson Mandela conftrrns this

View in his paper on negotiations

addressed to the government. in

which he says: The SAC? has

throughout the yean accepted the

leading role of the ANC. a posi-

tion which is respected by SAC?

memben who join the ANC." .

The SACP. through its princx-

pled stand against the exploitation

and oppression. earned itself the

respect of the ANC leadership as

early as in the latter half of the

1920's. The ANC's president at

the time. Josiah Gumede. told the

International Congress of the

League Against Imperialism. that

he was happy that there were

Communists in SA. '...it is my

experience that the Communist
Party is the only pany that stands

behind us and from which we can
expect somethingf

On his return from the congress.
he told the ANC annual conference

that same year: "Of all polttical
patties. the Communist Party :5

the only one that honestly and Sin-

cerely ftghts tor the oppressed

ple."
Despite the Alliance finding subi

sunual support in the ranks of the

liberation movement, it has come

under attack at V'LlIlOUS pomts tn

the htstory of the ANC and the

SAC? . not only from the goxcm-

ment and its allies tntcmauonally,

but also from within the ANC iL'

self.
Gumcde himself was ousted

from the leadership by conserva-

uve elements in the organisation.

But even these tendenCies were

defeated in the course of Struggle.

Mandela says of the attacks on the

alltance from within the ANC:

"Even within the ranks of the

ANC. there have been at one time

or another. people - and some of

them were highly respected and tn-

nuential individuals - who were

against this co-opemtion and who

wanted SAC? members expelled
from the organisauon.
"Those who persiSLed in these

actinties. were themselves cx-

pelled. or they broke away in de-

spair.w
While the alliance has endured

and been strengthened over the

years. the quesuon that will have

to be confronted is: what happens

after the national democratic revo-
lution?
While this will certainly be :1

subject for intense discussion and
debate with the ranks of the Pany.
the ANC and the MDM. little is

expeCted to change in the immedi-
ate long term.

It will in likelihood be argued

that the alliance must in fact be

strengthened and the unity or the

liberation movement deepened in a
postapanheid society.
This unity will be crucial in ad-

dressing the historical injustices

that have characterised the

"colonialism of a special type".
