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THE CURRENT STATE OF CRISIS IN TIE CISKEI
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Events surrounding

- the bus boycott

- the massacre at Fort Jackson and Mount Ruth train stations

v the banning of SALNT -
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BACKGROUND ‘
In 1913, the South African government allocated 13% of the land to
80% of South Africa's people. The Bantustans are created out of that

ldnd, and are overcrowded and impoverished - excacerbated firstly by
SA's continuing programmes to resettle black South Africans there, and
deny them rights in white South Africa, and secondly, by the chronic
drought that is forcing more and more people to the urban areas for
survival., Starvation awalits many of those forced through resettlement
to live in the Ciskei. In Dimbaza, a resettlement camp,

one out of every three children dies before the age of five years.

The Ciskei also serves as a lsbour reservoir for East London; the workers
live in the dormitory town of Mdantsane, and commute 20 km's to work in
the factories of East London. This allows the SA government to wash

their hands of responsibility for the housing, education, health and
social welfare of these workers, defining them as.Ciékei citizens and
therefore foreigners 1in theirtoun country. The unemployment rate in

Mdantsane at present is estimated at 50%.

THE BUS BOYCOTT

On the 19 July, the Ciskei Transport Corpeoration anncunced a fares

increase of 11% for the buses. The commuters could not afford this
extra burden, and a mass meeting was called to discuss the problem. A
Committee of 10 people was elected by the meeting, and according to
a spokesperson for the Committee:

ﬁUhen the fares increases were announced the committee was elected

and mandated by the commuters to negotiate with the company.

The company told us bluntly they didn't PECOQDiSE us. We went

back to the people and the decision to boycott was taken.'

Boycotting. the .buses méant'either catching the .train, or walking ( which
many people did), or hitching rides from those with cars, or catching
a taxi.
CISKEI REGIME® CRACKS DOWN .
The Ciskei regime (which owns 50% shares in the bus company) responded

to the boycott by mobilising the Ciskei police, army, and groups of
green-~bereted "vigilantes", to crush the boycott. The stations were
barricaded by police, who prevented people boarding the trains by
force; road blocks were set up, and - traffic to East London stoppec;
those travelling were often dragged frpm their cars and beaten with -

knopkieries  and s jamboks; car drivers had to prove they were only




giving rides to members of their family, not ous boycotters, and had

to produce ‘mariage -and bllth pertlflcdbn; o prove it, People were

also dragged cut of tax13,*“rd chHose ua1k1nn were also harrasseds

Police and vigilantes tried to force people onto the buses, through
intimidation and viclence. Lawyers 1n EFast London and Mdantsane infaormed
the Sunday Tribune (18.9.83) that they were handling hundreds of cases
-of people alleging brutality by the Ciskeian police, soldiers and
vigilanteS. One of these lauyera, Mr Hintse Siwisa, .was then himself
detained. | | .

Throughout this period, and despite the fact that most SAAWU officials

are elther in detention, or, like. Thozamile Gqueta (SAAUU ‘President),

in hiding, the SAAWU offices in East London have remained open, and

SAAWU has tried to continue organising on thsz shop floor. However, some
Factory_maﬁagements seem to have taken advantage of the situation, and
given the names of SAAWU members in their factories to the Ciskei
police. Managements response to the situation has:un the whole been

unsympathetic. Because of the curfew, and the harrassment, many workers

‘have struggled to get to work on time. The presicdent of the East London
Chamber of Commerce announced that for this reason, uagss were to be cut
by up to 30%.to compensate for the decrease in productivity.(Rand Daily
Mail, 10.8.83 & SASPU National' = September 83),




While the stadium is no longer being used as a prison, the Ciskei authorities
have now converted an in-training centre to 2 prison, The latest news

1s that a number of detainees have been admitted to hospital, having been
poisoned. At this pcint attempts are baing made to ascertain the cause

and nature of this poisoning.

In his last period of detention he was-admittgd to

the psychiatric ward in Johannesburg Hospital.

Gqwetha's mother was killed in an incident where her house was surrounded

by barbed wire, so that she was trapped inside, and then fire-bomhed.

President Sebe of the Ciskei did not deny allegations put to him that he
had authorized the attack. At the funeral a SAAWU organizer was shot dead

by Ciskel police as she goit off the bus carrying workers from the funeral.
