June 29, 1993, Tokyo

1. Opening of the Meeting t

Hi s Excellency M, Wahib El-M ni awy, Anbassador of the Arab
Republic of Egypt, in his capacity as host and chairman of the
Meeting, declared the neeting opened at 2:15 p.m

In his wel come address, he refered to the happy occasi on of

hol ding this African Meeting while at the sane tine Cairo is
hosting the QAU Summ t.

2. Adoption of the Agenda

The agenda was adopted as proposed in the convening letter. The
visit of 10 Heads of Mssions to ki nawa, which was raised by H E
the Anbassador of Kenya, was approved to be discussed in the item
of other matters.

3. Adoption of the Mnutes of the Previous Regul ar Meeting

The minutes of the Regular Meeting held at the residence of H E
the Anbassador of Djibouti on May 12th, 1993 was adopted with few
spel ling corrections.

4. Reports fromthe Different Conmttees

A. Economic Conmittee

- H E the Anbassador of Zanbia, in his capacity as chairman

of the Economic Committee, informed the plenary that he sent a
letter to M. Quld Abdall ah, the special coordinator for Africa
and the | east devel oped countries of the United Nations to seek
hi s kind cooperation in furnishing the group with a brief report
On the preparations for the Tokyo Conference on African

Devel opnent .

- H E the Anbassador of Egypt inforned the plenary that he
received informati on from New York that the African Ambassadors
there had negative inpressions about the Japanese Zero Draft for
Tokyo Decl aration and that there m ght be other new proposals.

- After detail ed discussions about this subject and the
conplaints of lack of information, the plenary agreeed on a
proposal that the Dean recommuni cates once again with the persons
in charge at Gaimusho to facilitate obtaining the necessary

i nformati on.



B. Social and Econonmic Committee

- H E the Anbassador of Sudan, in his capacity as chairnman of
this Commttee, inforned the plenary about the token of
appreciation. H E. the Anbassador of Madagascar inforned the

pl enary that the Anbassador of Tanzani a received his token of
appreciation on June 28, 1993. 'Sonme conplaints were raised by the
Charges d’ Affaires that their names were not mentioned on the
plate. It was agreed that the names of all contributors should be
ment i oned.

- The chairman of this Conmttee told the plenary that he
received a report in Japanese from Gai nusho about the Africa Wek
which will be held in tandemwi th the Tokyo Conference. He gave a
det ail ed expl anati on about this Wek which will include a series
of symposi uns, performances, video filnms, and exhibitions

i ntroducing African culture and current African issues. There
were sonme conpl aints about the T.V. networks which introduced bad
i mage of several African countries. The plenary agreed on a
proposal that this Conmittee will study all the procedures to
respond and present the suitable suggestions to be discussed in
the next plenary. And concerning the Africa Wek, the Dean is to
conmuni cate with the persons in charge of it in Gainusho to
transfer to themthe general feelings of the African Anbassadors
about the negative inage of Africa as shown by sone Japanese T.V.
net wor ks, whi ch should be taken into consideration on general and
during the Africa Wek.

C. Mddle East and Pal estine Conmittee

- HE the Anbassador of Egypt, in his capacity as chairnman of
this Commttee, inforned the plenary about the neeting of the
Committee which was held at his residence on June 28th, 1993. He
then gave a briefing on the Mddl e East Peace Process within its
bilateral and Multil ateral contexts.

D. Southern African Commttee

- The plenary raised the inportance of the above-nentioned
Conmittee on briefing the African group about the | atest

devel opnents taking place in the region, and the group asked the
Dean to nonminate a chairman for this Commttee after its forner
chairman has left in transfer.

- M. Jerry Matsila, Chief Representative of ANC in Tokyo, gave
the plenary a briefing on the expected transitional Executive
Cabinet and its different Committees, the role of both the U N.
and O A U in the process of election nonitoring and the results
of the | ast neeting between M. Mandela and M. Buthel ezi.



5. Cel ebration of OAU Day

- The Dean told his colleagues that he hinted to the Chief of
Prot ocol of Gainusho about the dissatisfaction of the group
because of the absence of high Japanese officials in that day.
They agreed to send a thanking letter for the Asahi Evening
Newspaper for publishing the Dean’s nessage.

- H E the Anbassador of Madagascar expl ained the serious
financial situation of the group which led to the non-paynent of
the QAU reception bill. There was a proposal that the Reception
Conmittee will be in charge of selling the 156 bottles of al coho
to other Enbassies in order to help paying the bill

6. Gther Matters

H E. the Anbassador of Kenya informed the plenary about the
proposed visit by 10 African Heads of M ssions to Okinawa at the
invitation of S@ in collaboration with the prefectural governnent
of Okinawa from July 22-25, 1993. Sone Anbassadors apol ogi zed
because of different engagenents. It was agreed that the

sel ection will be done after the Embassy of Kenya had received the
wi shes of the Heads of M ssions.

7. Date and Venue of the Next Meeting

- H E the Anbassador of Ethiopia has wel coned hosting the

next neeting at the end of Septenber 1993.

- Both H E. Anbassadors of Chana and Egypt inforned the group
that they will leave Japan in transfer at the end of their

m ssions. They thanked their coll eagues for their kind help and
cooperati on and w shed t hem happi ness and success.
