The painting captures the spirit of national reconcilia-
tion embodied in the Truth and Reconciliation Commission process, and
underscores our continuing attempts to acknowledge the suffering of

survivors of human rights violations.

The logo of the Trauma Centre shows a tree breaking forth from prison
bars. The logo is symbolic of our historic links with Robben Island and ex-
political prisoners, but it is also evocative of the organisation’s new mission
- to assist survivors of violence and torture in turning painful experiences
into opportunities for new life and growth.
