The [udge is thal nol all Lhe antono-
mous iegions are equally aulono-
mous, Catalonia, the Dasque counlry,
Galicia amd Andalucia were piven
special trealtment for being tradi-
tlonally sell-poverning (and, in the
case of Andalucia, for being big).

Statutes of autonomy ol these four
regions were negoliated in Madrid
and voted on In regional referen-
duins. Each is different, The Basques

collect lbeir own Laxes. The Catalans
and {he Basques both have police
forces, though Basque police have
wider powers,

The Andalucians have a massive
heailh service. Through the 80s, as
these regions grew into mature poli-
tical enlilies, it became clear to the
nalional government that they had lo
be (aken car= of polilically as well.
Barcelona gol the 1992 Olympic
Games. Seville in Andalucia held the
World's FFair, Each cost the central
government biilions ol dollars.

Smallcr regions negotiated a sep-
arale form of self government under
which powers would be {ransferrcd
more slowly from the cenire. Bul
onee again, some reglons have spurl-
ed abead, pressing for grealer
powers, while others (inostly the
poorer) have clung lo Madrid, asking
for little power and lois of money.
The point, though, is thal democracy
18 well served and the systemn is lair
and open, Jordl Pujol, leader of the
Convergencia i Unio (CiU) party that
runs Catalunia, does not have a God-

given right to power in the region. He
has to fighl for it at the:ballol box.

There are elections Lo the autono-
mous parliaments every four years.
In Catalonia, the CiU wins (hese
most of the time, jusi as Inkalha
would probably win in Nalal. But it
is ofien a close run thing with the
Spanish Socialist Workers Parly
(I’S0E) of Prime Minister Gonzalez
always a close second. Bul the CiU's
loyally s lo ils regicn. In nalional
elections, e socialists usually col-
lecl more Catlalan voles than Pujol.

Ii you pul the PSOE and (he CiU
up againsl cach olher, the fit with the
ANC and Inkatha is uncanny. The
key o the success of the Spanish
experiment ;5 that Pujol would bave
L accept a *SOE viclory in regional
cleclions.

It has taken since 1973 for an etec-
tlon—to—deltver—him—this—power=—
broking role, bul Pujol is now preen-
ing himself in preparation for being
called upon lo help provide Spain
with a stable governmentL. In return,
he will demand the earth and prob-
ably gel it — more aulonomy, a
Catlalan bank, the right to hold onto

mous communilies are rubbing their
hands at the (hought of a weakened
ceniral goveromenl depending on
one of |§|eir kind for help atl the
national level. The whole process of
regionalisation will be speeded up.

The Spanish model is flawed in an
almost perfect way in that it recog-
nises that people bave local and re-
gional loyalties but thal some are
just more powerful Lban others po-
litically. Spaniards would argue that
there is no reason why the Boland
should nol have aulonomy, bul that it
would be silly lo give il the same
powers as Natal.

A nd all Spaniards, even those who
use the threal of secession lo squecze
more inoney oul of Madrid, know Lhe
svslem works because the infernal
unity of the regions is brilliantly
served by having a cenlre to com-
plain about and blackmail.
