Johannesburg (NTB— Reuter-AFP): Winnie Mandela has threathened to leave

the black SA'n liberationmovement ANC, says the Johannesburg paper Star

on Tuesday. The reason is the lack of confidence shown to her after all

the fuss around the gang of boys acting as her body-guards, the socalled

Mandela United Football Club.

On Tuesday it was known that the body of a young man stabbed with a knife,

was found on the outskirts of the black township Soweto near Johannesburg.

The SA'n police will now try to find out whether this man was a member of

the disputed "football—club".

Late Monday night the police was tipped that the dead body of a black youth

who had been a member of the group, was founf in the Soweto suburb of Orlando

West, where Winnie Mandela is staying. The corpse was later identified as

the 19 year old Maxwell Madondo.

NELSON IRRITATED

Winnie Mandela was about to go to Cape Town for consultations with her hus-

band, the jailed ANC-leader Nelson Mandela, on the crisis tha t has emerged

after members of the "football—club” have been accused of murder. However,

she postponed the journey to Wednesday to be able to participate in the

identification of the killed man.

A member of the group said on Tuesday that the murdered Maxwell Madondo

never had been one of Mandela's body—guards and knew nothing about the

activities of the body-guards. One of SA's leading police officers,

general Jaap Joubert, is investigating the the case of the "football-club".

The commotion on Winnie Mandela's body-guards has created deep con-

cern amongst black anti—apartheidleaders in Soweto, who have asked for the

disbanding of the "football-club“. Nelson Mandela is said to be very

irritated on the behaviour of the body-guards.

But Winnie Mandela herself is strongly supporting her young body—guards, 30

in all, and denies that they have anything to do with murder. According to

Johannesburg Star, the black leaders of Soweto have threathen to deny her

any status as member in any progressive organisation, something which made

her threathen to leave the ANC.
