During this period, many organisations werce cstablished using differcnt
names yet all of tham sharing the same problems ond together fighting
for the sume bbjactivas; Old oncs werc revitalised and strengthencds

Of the 400 organisctions affilicted 10 the UeDeFs, women's organisations
arc to be found in large numbers,

Extensive tours wore orgonisced by our friends during 1984 ond the AeNeCe
I'Iomenta Section made many new friends and gained morc support for the
