Venda, one of the four nomi-
nally independent States
among South Africa’s 10 black
homelands, said that as a first
step towards such a move
bans should be (lifted from the
African National Congress
(ANC); the Communist Party
and‘ other antioapartheid
organisations.

The President of Venda, Mr
Ravele. said yesterday the
issue was "high on the
agenda" of a special sitting of
the homeland Le'gislative As-
sembly. which meets later
today. '

The move follows wide-
spread unrest and agitation in
the homeland States over the
past two weeks by anti-opart-
heid forces pushing for their
reincorporation and therefore
a. bigger voice in South Afri-
ca’s future.

Senior members of the ANC

and its related United Demo-
cratic Front, such as Mr Wal-
ter Sisulu, have called repeat-
edly for the conflict to end,
but they are being ignored by
youths angry and increasingly
frustrated at apartheid.
In an attempt to defuse ten-

sion among the 500,000 people
of Venda — a (36qu km piece
of territory near the border
with Zimbabwe - President
Ravele said that in addition to
unb‘anning outlawed organi-
sations. all those beihg held
merely for membership of

such organisations would be
freed.
