HELEN DE LEEUW, HYDE PARK shows an interesting collection of tapestries from Finland. 

These are the famous Takana, renowned throughout the world. They are executed in a double 
weave, either linen or wool, and make most interesting decorative wal! hangings. They show a 

fine sense of form and subtle use of colour. 

From Lesotho is shown handwoven tapestries and floor rugs of a different nature. Rich and 

earthy, woven in handspun mohair, the textures and colours speak of their mountain origins. 

Finally, Helen de Leeuw displays handwoven Flokati from Greece. These are carpets and 

bedcovers with a long and interesting tradition. Every Greek girl weaves at least one of these for 
her marriage bed and for the floor of her new home. Handwoven of pure wool, the carpet is 

taken from the loom and thrown into a certain river in Northern Greece. It is left tumbling under 

the waterfall together with weaving from far and wide. The web becomes matted and felted in 
the process and the long strands of the Flokati become thick woollen tufts and produce a most 

luxurious rug of a very special nature. 

A few select pieces of Andrew Walford pottery are displayed against this handwoven back-
