ISTORY is sometimes lost on those who
live it. Those able to be present in Parlia-

ment or watch the moving proceedings on

their TV screens, however, can claim testimony to
the adoption of a founding document many suc-—
ceeding generations of South Africans will have to
abide by and refer to. It is a document that will
hopefully serve our nation for centuries to come
and, to echo Leon Wessels, may there never be
reason again for the Constitutional Assembly to
meet.

While our different political parties could not
reach full consensus on all its clauses, the new
Constitution is nevertheless a document all South
Africans can be proud of.

In terms of its crafting and entrenchment of
basic democracy, it is considered the best in the
world. From whence we came as a society, it is
appropriate that human rights underpin the
philosophy of the new Constitution.

The drama that surrounded the final negotia-

tions on the draft is perhaps typical of a society
that seems to have a penchant for living on the
edge. It was, however, gratifying to see the Nation-
al Party, the Democratic Party and the Pan
Africanist Congress put aside their reservations

and rise to the occasion. That there was sympathy
and understanding for the Freedom Front&\200\231s deci-
sion to abstain speaks loudly for the bonding

value of the constitution-making process since
Kempton Park.



But there are many obstacles ahead. Several
sections and clauses of the new Constitution will
be challenged in the Constitutional Court.

It was ironic, and somewhat disturbing, that

the Inkatha Freedom Party was not mentioned in

any of the speeches of party leaders. It seemed as if
a niggling and vexing problem was simply being
wished away.

President Nelson Mandela spoke about fulfill-

ing the mandate given by the majority of South
Africans but hinted that the new Constitution

does not shut the door on dealing with the fears
and aspirations of the smaller parties and minori-
ty groups. We must hope and pray that the mag-
nanimity and humanity of Mandela and the
accommodating spirit of the ANC will imbue the
Constitution in the decades to come.

sion to prepare for and oversee elections in South
Africa is to be welcomed.

The commission will be empowered to manage any

election, ensure elections are free and fair and compile and
manage voters rolls. It will also maintain a register of politi-
cal parties, continually review electoral legislation and pro-
mote voter education. It will consist of five people 4\200\224 one a
Supreme Court judge &\200\224 and will be appointed by a panel
which includes the President of the Constitutional Court,

the director—-general of Finance and two people appointed

by the President. An electoral court is also to be established
to review all the decisions taken by the commission on

electoral matters.

A BURST of sheer pride filled South Africad\200\231s
parliament yesterday as it gave birth to the
countrya\200\231s first truly democratic constitu-
tion.

In a weird blend of grey-suited restraint
and irrepressible African gaiety, the whole
house stood to applaud when the bill was
passed by 421 votes to two, and in an
instant the chamber was rocking to joyful
black singing.

The good-humoured appeal from the

podium for &\200\2340rder! We are engaged in the
process of making history!a\200\235 only prompted
more gusts of laughter.

South Africad\200\231s politicians were almost
giddy with relief that the long constitution-
al process, which culminated in nail-biting
last-minute negotiations, was finally over,
with a grudging consensus achieved at the

very last gasp.

4\200\234The nation teetered on a knife edge,&\200\235
said President Nelson Mandela, recalling



deadlock that kept South Africa guessing
until late on Tuesday.

Now, &4\200\234in a fleeting momentda\200\235 as elec-—
tronic votes were totalled, South Africa was
undergoing a rebirth, cleansed of a horrible

past and reaching to the future with confi-

dence.

The packed benches of Mandelad\200\231ls
majority African National Congress were 1lit
up by brilliant African cloth of chrome yel-
low and emerald green, studded here and
there with traditional head-dresses and
starched white Muslim caps.

It was the ANCA\200\231s long struggle which
toppled the apartheid system of white
minority rule, and it was clearly their

day.

Mandela wore a suave, three-piece
pinstripe for the occasion, in charcoal
grey. A few yards away on the back
benches, his ex-wife Winnie sported a
Michael Jackson confection of scarlet,
black and big gold buttons: Telecommu-—
nications minister Jay Naidoo, sporting a

silky black goatee and Asian shirt, gazed
on with eyes shining.

But from the cooler ranks of the white-

led parties, looking self-contained in suits
and blazers, came an air of reserved indul-
gence, betraying their heartfelt misgivings
over the constitution they only reluctantly
agreed to.

The National Party, South Africaadl\200\231ls for-
mer rulers, uttered murmurs of dissent

when Mandela said too many whites

ignored the existence of millions of

blacks.

A moment later they had to applaud the
nationd\200\231s premier statesman when, with
characteristic fairness, he said blacks made
the same mistake, thinking transition was

the result of a victory which left whites
4\200\234pegging for mercya\200\235.

_ FW de Klerk, the reformist who won the

Nobel Peace Prize with Mandela for putting
apartheid out of its misery, smilingly

played his full part in the Rainbow Nation&\200\231ls
big day.

But members of his National Party said
it could be the last hurrah for the govern-
ment of national unity that has ruled



through two years of transition since 19944\200\231s
all-race elections.

The &\200\234Natsa\200\235, they hinted, may have
already made up their minds that it is

time for them to bow out of the coalition,

MADRID: King Juan Carlos called yesterday for a spirit of peace and dia-
logue as he opened Spain&d\200\231s first parliament with a conservative govern-
ment since the death of Franco 21 years ago.

In a speech at the inaugural session, he asked parliamentarians to
unite in the fight against drugs, Basque separatist violence and social
problems.
