.Six killed in Natal 
township violence 

Mercury Reporter 
VIOLENCE in Natal 
erupted this weekend 
leaving at least six peo- 
ple dead and many in- 
jured in unrest-related 
incidents throughout the 
province. 
According to the official 

weekend unrest report, trou- 
ble in Mpumulanga contin- 
ued when four black men 
were killed by an angry mob, 
who then set their bodies 
alight. 
The mob also attacked and 

set fire to a private house. 
At Georgedale near Ham- 

marsdale a group of blacks at- 
tacked a kraal. A man was 
killed and another wounded 
with a firearm. Police said a 
‘man was arrested. 
One man was killed at 

Imbali, outside Pietermaritz- 
burg, when a group of blacks 
attacked two men. They killed 
the one with shotgun fire and 
the other man was wounded 
in the hand. 
The report said at Rose- 

more near George a group of 
coloureds was dispersed by 
the police with stun grenades 
and tear-gas. 
One&mlleeman was slightly 

injured by a stone and seven 
people were arrested. 

Violence also erupted on 
the East Rand 

At KwaThema near Springs 
a bystander opened fire and 
killed a man at the scene of 
an arson attack by a group on 
a private vehicle. A man was 
arrested, police said. 

At Daveyton, near Benoni, 
three black men were arre: 
ed after a group had ‘gath- 
ered illegally and then threw 
stones at police vehicles. 

Dispersed 
In the same area a private 

vehicle was set alight. 
The report said a mob set 

several houses on fire at 
White City in Soweto. 

It said three passengers 
were injured when a group of 
blacks stoned a bus at 
Dienkie Trust, near Pilgrims 
Rest. The bus was damaged. 

At Groote Schuur Hospital 
in Cape Town a group of peo- 
ple gathered illegally, police 
said. They were dispersed 
with tear-gas, and a white 
man was arrested in terms of 
the emergency regulations.
